No stallions will be permitted in any of the classes. Only mares and
geldings of any breed, registered or unregistered, may be shown.

Horses are to be brought to the fairgrounds only on the day of the

show. Judging will begin at 9:00 a.m. on Saturday, August 13, 2010.
Gymkhana Classes will begin immediately following performance classes.
Horses must be removed from the fairgrounds immediately following the
show. No overnight accommodations are available.

This show will be judged in accordance with rules generally applicable to
4-H Horse Show Events. A copy of the rules may be obtained from the 4-H
office in Oroville 530/538-7201.

Entries will close Friday, July 15, 2011. Entry fee is $2.00 per entry per
class. Post entries will be accepted. Entry fees on entries
postmarked after July 15, 2011 will be $4.00 per entry per class.
Entries will be accepted until 5 p.m. Friday, July 29, 2010. Mailed
entries must be postmarked no later than Friday, July 29, 2010. Metered
mail is not acceptable as proof of mail deadline. If an exhibitor has been
entered into classes within the deadline then they may add classes the day of the
show, for a $4.00 fee per class, up until 8 a.m. New exhibitors will not be accepted
past the August 1st deadline.

An exhibitor may ride in only one age level of a class on the same

horse (i.e. Beginner 9-10, or Junior 11-12, but not both) Age as of
January 1, 2011, is his/her age for the year.

Each exhibitor may earn points for one high point award. Members must
designate which animal they will be riding for high point before the

show. Open to Butte County 4-H members only.

Helmets must be worn in the show as per 4-H regulations.

Exhibitors shall be properly attired as per the 4-H rules which read:

(a) Showmanship: Blue jeans, white or off-white pants with belt, white long-sleeved
shirt, helmet, 4-H tie or 4-H collar, riding boots (gloves optional); (b) performance:
Western attire is a white long-sleeved shirt, 4-H tie or 4-H scarf, blue jeans, white
off-white pants, western boots, western belt, helmet (gloves optional), Chaps
prohibited of any type; and (c) English: attire is a white long-sleeved shirt, 4-H tie or
4-H scarf, helmet, jodhpur pants or breeches, or blue jeans, white or off-white pants
and riding boots (gloves optional), Hunt Coats are prohibited.
