Butte County Fairgrounds R.V. Park

Rules and Regulations
Welcome to the Butte County Fairgrounds R.V. Park.  Please read and observe the following:

Every person who applies to use this facility must show a valid government issued photo ID (Driver’s License, CA ID Card or a Passport) to Camp Host or other Fairground staff upon request.  Persons who fail to show a Photo ID as requested are not permitted to stay in this facility.

1. The maximum stay is fourteen (14) days.  There are no provisions for extending this limit.  The daily fee of $25 must be paid in advance.  CASH ONLY.  Failure to do so is grounds fo immediate and permanent eviction from this R.V. Park.  This facility is for use by OVERNIGHTERS and Fairground Event Participants.  It is not for use as a residence either permanent or temporary.  This facility may not be used as a base for any business.  Return stay in R.V. Park is not allowed for a period of 14 days and a maximum stay of 28 days is allowed in a six month period.  All California Penal Codes and Health and Safety Codes will be strictly enforced.

2. Each R.V./Trailer must display current license plates, tags and registration to use this facility.  Trailers without operable tow vehicles in attendance are not permitted.  One (1) additional vehicle other than the R.V. or Trailer must be parked outside in the designated parking area.  Vehicle repair or maintenance activities are not permitted on the premises.  Tents, camper shells, cargo vans, large trucks or construction equipment are not permitted on the fairgrounds. 

3. payment must be placed in the envelope provided.  Information requested on the envelope must be provided.  Envelopes are then placed in the slot in the silver pipe vault near the entrance.  Check out time is no later than 12 p.m. each day.  Check out time later than 2 p.m. will necessitate another day’s fee payable in advance.  A rental charge will be made for each trailer, camper, R.V. regardless of space occupied or facilities used.  

4. R.V. spaces in this park are 12 feet wide with the exception of the first two spaces.  

5. Pets must be kept in your immediate area and on leashes.  It is your responsibility to clean up after your pets.  

6. Loud music, barking dogs, verbal obscenities or loud noise of any kind are not permitted.  Courteous behavior is expected of each of our guests.  Please observe total quiet after 10 p.m.

7. Electric, water and sewer are available for each space.  Electrical outlets provide 50amp/110v service.  

8. Each trailer/R.V. must be in good condition.  (Fair Staff to make determination).  Space around each unit must be kept clean at all times.  No storage of any kind is allowed outside of your vehicle.  Do not hang article on fencing.  Do not store boxes or miscellaneous items under or around trailer/R.V. No gray water may be allowed to drain on the ground.  No open fires allowed.  Approved barbeques only.  

9. Self-contained vehicles only.  There are no restrooms or showers available.  Thank you for choosing our facility and we hope you have a pleasant stay.  Please feel free to contract the fair contract the fairgrounds office should you have any problems.
